WHAT IS COMING – DANIEL 2 –D2
1D2 – MATTHEW 24:15.  What prophetic Book did Jesus Christ warn His followers to understand?   Jesus told us to read the book of Daniel.
2D2 –  Daniel 2:28.   It is God that reveals the dream.
3D2 – Daniel 2:31-35.  What does Daniel say the king saw in his dream?

   He saw a great image.

4D2 – Daniel 2:37-38.  What is meant by the head of gold?  It is plain in verses 36-40 that the four metals represent four world powers that were to arise successively, with Babylon of Daniel’s day as the first of the four kingdoms.

5D2 – Daniel 2:39 (First Part).  Medo-Persia overthrew Babylon in 538 BC taking over as the breast and arms of silver..  
6D2 – Daniel 2:39 (Last Part).  In 331 B.C., Alexander the great Grecian conqueror overthrew the Persian Empire.

7D2 – 2:40 (First Part).  In 168 B.C., Rome conquered Macedonia at the battle of Pydna, and eventually became the sole ruler of the world for about 500 years.

8D2 – Luke 2:1.  It was the decree of a Roman Caesar which brought about the fulfillment of the prophecy of Micah 5:2.  (Jesus will be born in Bethlehem)
9D2 – Daniel 2:41.  KINDOM DIVIDED Between 351 and 476 AD, the Roman Empire in the West was divided into ten parts corresponding to the ten toes: Alemanni (Germany), the Franks (France), the Burgundians (Swiss), the Suevi (Portugal), the Anglo-Saxons (England), the Visigoths (Spain), the Lombards, (Italy), the Heruli, the Vandals, and the Ostregothes.  Seven of these ten still remain today.

10D2 – Daniel 2:42.  The mix of iron and clay represents some of the kingdoms are strong and some of them are weak.
11D2 – Daniel 2:43.   Time and again for the past 1400 years, powerful rulers and astute statesmen have attempted by force of arms, diplomacy, matrimonial alliances, federations, and agreements to consolidate Europe under one HEAD OR ORGANIZATION: BUT EVERY TIME THEY HAVE FAILED.  GOD’S WORD CANNOT BE BROKEN.
12D2 – Daniel 2:44.  With what startling announcement did this prophetic outline close? This proves that the kingdom of God will not be established by any gradual conversion of the nations to the gospel, or by the gradual extension of Christianity over this present earth.  The kingdom of God will be established in this earth by the sudden interposition of God to bring an abrupt end to this present world.  The Kingdom is set up without hands (Dan. 2:34) or by divine power alone, and not through any social or political schemes of men.
Look for the way-marks as you journey on,

Look for the way-marks, passing one by one;

Down through the ages, past the kingdoms four---

Where are we standing?  

Look the way-marks o’er.
Down in the feet of iron and of clay,

Weak and divided, soon to pass away;

What will the next great, glorious drama be?

Christ and His coming, and Eternity!

13D2 – Matthew 7:21.  Each of us has a choice to make:  We can fall on the Rock, Christ Jesus, in self surrender, have our natures broken, be born again so that our wills will delight in doing His commandments; OR we can go on in our sins and follow our won way, BUT THE ROCK WILL AT LAST FALL ON US AND GRIND US TO POWDER, Matt. 21:42,44.

Which will it be in your case?

What is your choice?
